1. Tam confident that my ability toward tennis will improve if I can
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play regularly during the coming summer.
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[Incorrect preposition: “toward” should be “in.”]

2. When [learned that I had won a scholarship, it was the happiest feeling
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that I had ever achieved.

[Incorrect idiom: “achieved” should be “had.”]
